A few months ago, | was talking to a co-worker about a situation that she is having with her dad. He's aging and has multi-
ple health issues, and the daughter feels unappreciated when she tries to help him. She's a "take-charge" kind of person,
and her father is rebutting her attempts.

So...I tucked that conversation into the back of my head, and when | recently read an article that a friend of mine had written
for her church newsletter, the conversation came to the forefront of my mind. The article offers many tips that we could all
use to enhance our relationships.

One elderly person summed it up like this: “You've never been 80, so please don’t assume you know what'’s best for me”.
One truth in life is that we have not experienced the age of our elders. This often causes a break in our communication and
relationships. We want to be helpful, and useful, but sometimes our best intentions and efforts go awry. Respect goes a
long way in addressing that disconnect.

Many elderly and differently-abled folks insist that they don’t need assistance in doing things. If you feel that they do, per-
haps discussing your observations with the person will help to clarify your concern and purpose, as well as address the
anxieties that the other person is feeling.

Respect personal space. As much as we believe our help is needed, everyone needs their personal space. While we al-
ways want to be there to help when needed, we need to make certain we are not encroaching on private time or private
space. Be sure to ask the other person if they feel comfortable with you around, or if they would prefer to be left to do their
own thing.

Show that you care, but don’t be patronizing . Be available to lend a hand when needed, but don’t insist on doing things
for them when they would prefer to do it themselves. This allows the person to be at ease with your presence, and accept
you as an essential part of their life, rather than as a nuisance.

Do unto others what you want others to do unto you. Having empathy is important. If you can treat others with respect
and as equals, they will do the same for you. Treat them the same way you would expect to be treated if you were in the
same position.

Watch and learn. Don't jump into trying to “fix” a situation until you know the preferences and needs of the individual. Their
preferences with regard to food, drink, transportation, hygiene, or simply the chair they prefer to sit in may seem trivial to
you, but are extremely important to the comfort of the individual. In our haste to fix situations we can cause great distress to
the very person we are trying to help.

~ Remember, we are all people, made in the image of God. Some elderly or differently- abled indi-
- viduals might not be very mobile. Moving easily is something we often take for granted. Some may
not even be able to communicate with you directly. But even an individual that cannot move easily,
ﬁ or is perhaps unable to speak, can usually hear and understand and covets your respect and con-

sideration. They desire freedom of choice to the fullest extent available to them, and they have a
GOLDEN need, and a right to be honored for their accumulated wisdom.
